Welcome


Welcome to the Tae Kwon Do Club at UCF.  Whether you have done martial arts for years or have never taken a class, this club can be a place for you to grow as a martial artist and as an individual. We are a club comprised of different styles of Tae Kwon Do interested in sharing and expanding our knowledge of martial arts.  Every person that joins makes the group better by bringing their talents, efforts, training, and abilities. We are glad to see you are interested in our group, and hope you come to train with us.

Rules

1. All members are to bow as they enter the dojang (facility where practice takes 


place).

2. All members are to address black belts and instructors as Sir or Ma’am.


3. There shall be no lying down or sleeping in the dojang.

4. All members shall be courteous to one another.

5. All members shall obey the instructors command when participating in the 


practice session.

6. All members shall ask before falling out of practice session.

7. If arriving late, a member shall wait at the side until instructor allows them to 


enter class.

8. No member shall act unbefitting a martial artist inside or outside of the 


dojang.

9. All members must show a desire to learn.

10. All members shall wear suitable clothing to practice sessions (suitable to be 


defined by instructor) .

Testing


The club does hold testing. If you wish to test for the next rank, arrangements can be made through the head instructor.

Dues


The first three trial classes are free. After that new member dues are 25 dollars per semester, 40 dollars for two semesters (fall and spring) and 10 dollars for the summer semester. Returning member dues are 15 per semester and 25 for two semesters. The only other fees will be that of a uniform if so desired (optional) and joining the Amateur Athletic Union (AAU) (22 dollars). This allows you to compete in their tournaments as well as covers you through their insurance. 

Tournaments


Tournament participation is highly encouraged and will be emphasized in class. We participate in AAU tournaments and other local tournaments that meet approval. If any student knows of other tournaments, they are encouraged to bring them to the head instructor’s attention and as long as they meet certain guidelines, they will be opened to the rest of the class.

General Info


The Tae Kwon Do Club was founded in 2001.  It is taught by black belt instructors specialized in different styles.  Our goal is to provide a unique training atmosphere and share knowledge of the art and sport.  Beginning students are taught techniques structured around an International Taekwon-Do Federation (ITF) curriculum.  This system is supplemented with various techniques and training methods taught by the other instructors of the club.  

Students coming in from other schools (under black belt)


If it is important to you to be ranked in our system then you must undergo a free test after a one month probationary period. You may find out more information about this from the Head instructor if you wish. It is strictly voluntary and is not required to be a part of the club.

Students coming in from other schools (Black Belt)


What makes our club unique is the diversity we have among our black belts.  We have Tae Kwon Do practitioners from many different organizations.  Our goal is not to make everyone conform to a single style, but rather learn from each other.  The color belt students in the club are taught the style of the head instructor, but all black belts are encouraged to share lessons that their instructors taught them.  For the sake of the students, incoming black belts are asked to learn a few fundamental differences between their style and that of the head instructor.  At the same time, it is our hope that the club can be a good place for each black belt to train and hone their own skills in their respective styles.  

Student Restrictions


All students (undergraduate and graduate) as well as staff and faculty are welcome to join and participate. No distinction will be made between students of these groups.

Student Responsibilities


Students are expected to help the club on recruiting events. This is YOUR club. This means helping with flyers, demos, events, expos, etc.
